Title: “Nebuchadnezzar praises God”

Scripture: Daniel 3:26-30

26 Then Nebuchadnezzar went near the mouth of the burning fiery furnace and spoke,
saying, “Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-Nego, servants of the Most High God, come out, and
come here.” Then Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-Nego came from the midst of the fire.

27 And the satraps, administrators, governors, and the king’s counselors gathered together,
and they saw these men on whose bodies the fire had no power; the hair of their head was
not singed nor were their garments affected, and the smell of fire was not on them.

28 Nebuchadnezzar spoke, saying, “Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-
Nego, who sent His Angel and delivered His servants who trusted in Him, and they have
frustrated the king’s word, and yielded their bodies, that they should not serve nor worship
any god except their own God! 29 Therefore I make a decree that any people, nation, or
language which speaks anything amiss against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-
Nego shall be cut in pieces, and their houses shall be made an ash heap; because there is no
other God who can deliver like this.”

30 Then the king promoted Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-Nego in the province of Babylon.
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Review
Before we look at today's passage of scripture let's briefly review some of the things we looked at
last week.

As you will remember Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego, our three Jewish heroes had been brought
before Nebuchadnezzar. They had been accused by the Chaldeans.

Their “crime” was refusing to follow the king's decree and bow before the golden image. As faithful
Jews they knew that they could not put any man-made idol before Yahweh. The same principle
ought to motivate us today. Be under no illusion, God will not tolerate being second, third or fourth
on your list of what's important. He is only to occupy the number one position.

To put anything else above God is to make that thing your idol.

This was what lay behind their refusal to comply with the king's decree. It was not that they were
rebellious men, or that they opposed the king, or even that they were making a political statement.
They simply desired to remain faithful and committed to the Lord.

Nebuchadnezzar, who clearly had some regard for these men offered them a second chance to
comply. But when they spurned this second opportunity his attitude visibly changed. He became

overcome by rage and fury. He was as we have seen a man prone to violent outbursts of temper.
Now he sought to destroy these men with extreme prejudice. He ordered that the furnace be heated
to its maximum level. Then, the three young Jewish men, still dressed in their court clothes were
bound. Nebuchadnezzar selected some of his elite soldiers to march these men to the furnace and
throw them in. The heat however was so great that even these tough warriors perished. Somehow in
this process Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego tumble into the furnace.

The king was watching all of this take place from a safe distance. As they fell into the flames he no
doubt rubbed his hands at the thought that these three pesky troublemakers were now dead. But as
he peered into the furnace he got quite a shock. He knew that three men had been tossed into the
furnace. Now as he peered into the smoke and flames he saw four men walking around unbound.
Not as we might expect writhing in extreme agony. But nonchalantly strolling around.

Three of the men clearly had the form of a human being in their appearance, the fourth however
was different. The king noted that he looked like the “Son of God.” I spent a little time last week
unpacking what the king meant here. The king thought he was looking at an angelic or spirit being.
This is true. However he was witnessing much more than just an appearance of an angel. In fact, I
believe what he was actually seeing was a Christophany. A pre-incarnate appearance of the Lord
Jesus Christ. God had certainly not abandoned those three faithful men in their hour of need. He
was standing alongside them. What a great comfort that it for us too. No matter what situation or
difficulty we face we never have to endure it alone. God is always with us.

Today we will see how this episode concludes.

Have you ever had the experience of discovering someone has a particular or unique skill or ability
that was previously unknown to you? A skill so impressive that upon learning of it it completely
alters your opinion of them. You discover a new found respect for this person. Let me give you an
example.

At middle school I played the trumpet in the school orchestra. One of the other members of the
trumpet section was a large and very quiet boy called Gary.

Because he was big and at times clumsy we teased him a little. He was often the butt of our jokes.
He just quietly accepted this and never got angry or upset. However one day we learned that there
was serious bullying going on in the school. An older, bigger student was bullying some of the
younger members of the orchestra. Gary became incensed. He challenged the bully to a fight after
school. In my school days that was how matters were settled. The bully had a reputation for being
aggressive and tough. We all imagined that he would easily beat Gary.

In fact, we gave Gary no chance whatsoever. That however was not how things transpired. The
fights was a complete no contest. Gary absolutely battered the bully. From that moment on we no
longer teased or made fun of him again. We regarded him in a new and elevated light.

I give you this story because it neatly mirrors king Nebuchadnezzar's rapid change of attitude.

He had wanted these three Jewish men dead but now things are different. Seeing them impervious
to the flames and also being accompanied by a “Son of God” has greatly altered his impression of
them. Now he goes towards the entrance at the base of the furnace to speak to them. We observe in
passing that as the king approaches to speak the fourth figure mysteriously disappears. You will also
note that he refers to them as "servants of the Most High God." He is literally identifying them as
being God's workers.

As I pointed out before Nebuchadnezzar's belief system remains unchanged. He is still a pagan
poly-theist. He still believes that there are many deities. But this experience has confirmed one
important fact. He is now convinced that the God of these three men (the God of Israel) is not just
merely strong. He now believes that he is the most powerful of all the Gods (the Most High God).
This title for God appears 13 times in Daniel, more than in any other book of the bible except
Psalms. As Goldingay states in his commentary on Daniel,

(the title Most High God) “suggests a God of universal authority, but of otherwise undefined
personal qualities. For a pagan, it would denote only the highest among many gods”
(Word Biblical Commentary Vol. 30 p.72)

The king speaks to Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego and calls for them to come out of the fire.
This point is important. The Chaldeans remember had charged the Jews with not obeying the king's
orders. And yet here they are obeying the king and waiting to be summoned before they exit the
furnace. Whilst we are speaking of the Chaldeans its a good time to bring up their beliefs regarding
fire. They worshipped fire as a representative of the sun. So in saving the three young men from the
fire (the representative of their god) the one true God is in effect showing Himself to be superior,
and their god to be impotent.
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Let us see what happens next.
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27 And the satraps, administrators, governors, and the king’s counselors gathered together,
and they saw these men on whose bodies the fire had no power; the hair of their head was not
singed nor were their garments affected, and the smell of fire was not on them.

We learn here that there was quite an audience gathered for the execution. All of the kings important
officials and government workers were present. No doubt the king had wanted them to witness this
event to reinforce his status of absolute monarch. He would not tolerate any dissension even if it
came from highly intelligent and useful public servants.
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The NIV translation of this verse describes all these people as “crowding” around the three young
men. I like that description because this was an unprecedented event. Something that lay way
beyond the experiences of any one there. How to people respond when something unexplainable
has happened? They crowd around and want to see or witness things for themselves.

What they discover as they apply all their senses to these young Jews is that the fire has had no
effect on them whatsoever. Their skin is not burnt, their clothes are not damaged, their hair is not
singed, and they do not even smell of fire.

Like you I very much enjoy a Korean barbecue. It's fun to go to restaurant where you can roast your
own meant and then consume it. However one of the drawbacks of this kind of eating experience is
the smell. You leave the restaurant and your clothes reek of smoke. There is no avoiding it.

Smoke and its attendant smell is all pervasive.

But here with Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego we do not get this. It was as if they had not been in
a fire at all. In fact, the only thing that the fire had destroyed were the ropes that had bound them.
How symbolic. The only thing destroyed were the ropes that represented the king's power over
them.

Let us read on.
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28 Nebuchadnezzar spoke, saying, “Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-
Nego, who sent His Angel and delivered His servants who trusted in Him, and they have
frustrated the king’s word, and yielded their bodies, that they should not serve nor worship
any god except their own God!

What an interesting verse this is. It demonstrates the change that has come over king
Nebuchadnezzar. Let us chart his progress. When Daniel revealed his dream the king acknowledged
God's power (Daniel 2:46—49). However he did not give up his pagan beliefs in a range of deities.
He merely acknowledged that the God of Israel was superior. This is evidenced when he created the
golden image. In his mind there was no issue in bowing to an idol. He believed that the Jews could
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continue to honour their God, and also worship the deities of Babylon. He rashly told them that no
god could save them from the furnace. Now however he has seen these men delivered miraculously
from the fire. This is clearly the work of the Most High God. His attitude is now reversed. Now he
calls for the God of Israel to be blessed and acknowledged as being superior. You will note that he
refers to this God as being “the” God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. This indicates that
although he seen the power of God displayed, he has not yet accepted this God as his own.

He adds that it was this God who sent an “angelic being” to rescue His faithful servants. He then
adds that they were actually right to disobey his command. They were right to trust in their God and
remain faithful to Him. Just let me pause there for a moment. This tyrannical despotic ruler
acknowledged that they were right to ignore his decree. Such a thing was simply unheard of. But it
shows us that the king deeply respected their courage, faith and commitment. He might not have yet
been ready to put his faith in this God but he acknowledged that this was a mighty and powerful
deity. As a result the three young Jewish men were right to serve and worship their one true God.

It serves as a good reminder to us that we are to be people of conviction and courage. We often
speak of the need to stand firm and committed to what we believe. How easy, and at times tempting
it can be to waver and adopt a slightly weaker position. We might think that in doing so we can be
more influential in society. This is not the case. King Nebuchadnezzar respected these men because
of their faith stance. Likewise, people will also respect us for standing firmly on what we believe.
They won't respect us if we cave into pressure or moderate what we believe so as to appear less
offensive. This does not mean they agree with us, or even like our position. But they do respect it.

Let us continue and see what the king says next.
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29 Therefore I make a decree that any people, nation, or language which speaks anything
amiss against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-Nego shall be cut in pieces, and their
houses shall be made an ash heap; because there is no other God who can deliver like this.”

The king goes on to make a decree. Remember as an absolute monarch the king's words become
instant law. Any previous ruling was now overruled.

This as [ mentioned before made Nebuchadnezzar' Babylon different to all the succeeding empires.
In these empires it was the law that took precedent over the words of the monarch.

Let us consider the decree the king passes. In effect, he is legitimising Judaism. He is making it a
recognized and tolerated religion in Babylon. Practitioners cannot be persecuted or abused, and no
one is permitted to speak or write anything bad about Yahweh. We see similar laws applied to
different religions in western countries today. For example in the UK we protect the rights of people
to worship and follow Islam, Buddhism, Sikhism, Judaism and Christianity. These rights are
protected under the European Convention on human Rights (Article 9).

The rights of Jews in Babylon were guaranteed by the word of the king. We see once again his
extreme nature coming to the fore. We should be used to it by now. We have already seen him
threaten to chop into pieces, burn in a furnace and now again failure to comply will result in being
cut in pieces and your house being burnt to the ground.

The kings action here made me think a little about religious compulsion. Sometimes you will hear
people talk about us passing laws that force people to attend church or observe religious services.
Those who speak like this talk about how society would be better if everyone went to church. Now
as a pastor I do believe people should regularly attend church. But I'm not in favour of forcing
people to do so. While we may have good intentions in wanting someone to attend church or follow
Christ, it is not our place to manipulate them into it. In fact, Jesus himself never forced anyone to
believe in him. He presented his teachings and allowed individuals to make their own choices. This
is evident when he tells his disciples.

And whoever will not receive you nor hear your words, when you depart from that house or
city, shake off the dust from your feet. (Matthew 10:14).

We do have historical examples of when people were forced to attend church. In England in 1559
under the reign of Elizabeth the first an act (the Act of Uniformity) was passed making it mandatory
to attend church. If you didn’t go to church once a week, you could be fined 12 pence. That’s
roughly equivalent to 15 US dollars today (approx 20,000 won). A considerable sum of money in
those days.

What do you suppose was the outcome of such an act? Do you think that the people of England
willingly and joyfully attended church each week? Do you think they were eager to hear the gospel
preached and develop a sincere relationship with the Lord? Or do you think they went very
begrudgingly because it was the law? They went to church and “listened” to the sermon because
they didn't want to be fined. I suspect the latter in many cases. You see forcing, or compelling
people to do things is never the answer. We can never force people into having faith in Christ, or
accepting the bible as God's Word. I imagine that in ancient Babylon the king's decree regarding
Judaism had a similar effect to the Act of Uniformity. People accepted it because it was the law but
didn't invest any time in learning about this “new god” and what he represented.

The verse ends with Nebuchadnezzar's admission that there is no other God like Yahweh.
Nebuchadnezzar it seems has come to admire the one true God. This should not surprise us, he has
witnessed first hand on two occasions God's awesome power. Only a fool would deny that this was
a powerful and mighty divine being. But the king did not rule out the existence of other gods. Nor
did he resolve to set those other idols aside and turn to Yahweh.
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There are modern parallels with what Nebuchadnezzar did. There is only one means of salvation.
God saves us when we confess of our sins, repent of them and then put our faith and trust in the
person and work of Jesus Christ. Anything less than this will not result in your salvation. But think
about what many do today. They follow a subtle version of what Nebuchadnezzar did. They go to
church each Sunday. They go through all the motions of being a Christian, but they never get to
know Jesus personally. They believe its possible to serve God whilst also honouring many other
idols. The church I'm afraid is full of many such people. They know a lot about Jesus, but they do
not know Him at all. Let me read to you a very sobering passage taken from Matthew's gospel.

21 “Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ shall enter the kingdom of heaven, but he
who does the will of My Father in heaven. 22 Many will say to Me in that day, ‘Lord, Lord,
have we not prophesied in Your name, cast out demons in Your name, and done many
wonders in Your name?’ 23 And then I will declare to them, ‘I never knew you; depart from
Me, you who practice lawlessness!’ (Matt 7:21-23)

This was Nebuchadnezzar's mistake. He knew a great deal about God. He recognised that He was
mighty and powerful. He acknowledged His ability to save. He passed a decree that His followers
be tolerated and respected. But he never personally took the time to really get to know and trust
Him.

Let us conclude today with verse 30.
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30 Then the king promoted Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-Nego in the province of Babylon.

Our account ends with the king promoting our three Jewish heroes. Biblical scholars differ on what
the exact nature of their reward was.

The king may simply have restored them to their prior positions. Alternatively he may have elevated
them to even higher positions. They may now hold places of great importance in Babylon.
Whatever the case these men were rewarded by the king for their faithfulness to God. You may be
interested to learn that this marks the final mention of Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego. The three
men are never mentioned again in scripture. We are left therefore to wonder or speculate about their
fate. Did they serve in the Babylonian government until they retired like Daniel? Or did they return
to Israel after the 70 years of captivity were over? They would have been elderly men at this time
but it's not entirely outside the realm of possibility.

Whatever their individual fates their collective experiences were of great value to the Jewish
people. How those Jews who wavered around compromising to Babylonian culture must have been
encouraged. What great strength those carried away into exile must have taken from discussing the
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story of Shadrach Meshach and Abednego. They were reminded them time they told and retold the
story the truth about the God they served. He was the one on the throne. He was the one in control.
He had not forgotten or forsaken them. Because of who He is they could trust Him to one day fulfil
His promises to His people.

Next week Lord willing we will begin chapter number 4. It begins by outlining king
Nebuchadnezzar's second dream.
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Lesson to learn
I have two comments to make based on today's passage.

1 Remembering those who have gone before

I mentioned towards the end of my sermon about how the Jews would have taken great
encouragement and strength from the story of Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego. I'm sure there
were times during their period of exile when they wavered or felt the pressure to conform to the
surrounding culture. Perhaps their neighbours were inviting them to come and worship false idols.
Maybe they were being invited to share meals in which the food had previously been offered to
demons.

It's highly possibly they would have benefited from giving in and being more Babylonian.

They would certainly have fitted in better and be more readily accepted. When faced with these
dilemmas I wonder if they thought about the example of our three Jewish heroes. They were
staunch men who refused to compromise and who were willing to die for their commitment to God.
They saw how God rewarded their faithfulness. Did this encourage them to stand firm? I like to
think it did.

Today we often live as if we are completely independent of any Christians who have come before
us. It's a great shame and a terrible oversight that we so often forget about those upon whose
shoulders we stand. So allow me to just briefly mention some of the brave Koreans of the past.
Today we take our Christian freedom here in South Korea for granted. But it wasn't always that
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way. As you may be aware Government persecution of Christians began in Korea in 1791 with five
additional waves through the 19th century. The last persecutions ended in 1866. During this time it
has been estimated that between 8 and 10,000 Korean Christians were killed for refusing to deny
Christ.

So it's good for us to remember where we have come from. We might think that it's not easy being a
Christian in Korea today. Perhaps we face ridicule or mockery for our faith. But our minor troubles
are nothing when compared to the Korean Christians of the past. They faced their persecution
bravely. They refused to compromise and give up on their commitment to Christ. May we learn
from their example and stand boldly upon what we believe.
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2 Be encouraged about the future

I remember in the late 1980's the American TV show “Baywatch” being a huge hit on British TV.
The show centred around the exploits of very glamorous lifeguards working on the beaches of Los
Angeles. For Brits living in dull gray industrial towns the show was wonderful escapism. We could
for 50 minutes imagine ourselves on the sun drenched beaches of LA. However one feature of the
show always annoyed me. It was this. Before the show began they would give you a brief synopsis
of the forthcoming episode. This was far more than a brief teaser. They would tell you in
considerable detail, this event happens, and then this, and finally the show ends like this. Now
perhaps some people appreciated knowing the details of what they were about to watch. Perhaps
you'd determine from the preview that the episode didn't seem like a good one. But it drove me
crazy. Part of the enjoyment of watching, or reading something is having it develop before you.
Even if ultimately it disappoints don't spoil it for me. So in order to minimise this effect whilst the
preview was playing I would close my eyes, stick my fingers in my ears and hum loudly. I'm sure
the rest of my family thought I was insane.
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I give you this example because it is the way many people respond to the things going on around
the world today. Just think about the craziness going on all around us. Look at what's happening in
the middle east. Consider the alliances between Russia and Iran not to mention China and North
Korea. Look at the developments we are seeing with technology and Al. Look at how once freedom
loving democracies such as Canada and the UK are becoming increasingly authoritarian. We cannot
say with absolute certainty, but all of these things that we see appear to be pointing us towards the
end. We are literally in some case seeing the fulfilment of prophecy happening before our eyes. But
instead of looking and taking heed of these events many Christians have closed their eyes, put their
fingers in their ears and are humming loudly. Instead of using the possibly limited time we have to
share the gospel with the lost and needy many are going on as if nothing is happening.

So let me be very clear. The events that we have studied in Daniel chapter 3 should remind us of
prophecies found in the book of the Revelation, especially chapters 13 and 14. We are told in these
chapters that one day a world leader like king Nebuchadnezzar will arise. He will have an image of
himself constructed and will force all the people of the world to worship him. The people who obey
will be given a special mark on their forehead or their hand, and this mark will be the passport for
staying alive and doing business. Those who refuse to obey will be persecuted and many of them
slain (Rev. 13:4, 7, 12, 15). Many are fearful of this future time, which may be coming soon. But as
Christians this is not a time for wavering and fear. We are instead to be greatly encouraged and even
excited. The reason is that we will not be present for this event. Christ is returning for the church
prior to the tribulation which is when the Antichrist arises.

So instead of being nervous and afraid about the things we see going on today they should give us
hope and encouragement. Our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ is coming. It may be sooner than you
think. So that means we are to seize the day. Seizing the day means two things. Firstly are we to
ready ourselves. Are we strong in our relationship to Christ? If not then let us restore our
relationship with Him. Secondly are we taking every opportunity to tell those around us the gospel
message. Who knows, it may be their last opportunity to hear about the gift of salvation only
available through Christ. So let us be excited and encouraged about the future and use the time we
have wisely.
