Scripture: Daniel 7:15-22

15 “I, Daniel, was grieved in my spirit within my body, and the visions of my head troubled 
me. 16 I came near to one of those who stood by, and asked him the truth of all this. So he 
told me and made known to me the interpretation of these things: 17 ‘Those great beasts, 
which are four, are four kings which arise out of the earth. 18 But the saints of the Most 
High shall receive the kingdom, and possess the kingdom forever, even forever and ever.’

19 “Then I wished to know the truth about the fourth beast, which was different from all the
others, exceedingly dreadful, with its teeth of iron and its nails of bronze, which devoured, 
broke in pieces, and trampled the residue with its feet; 20 and the ten horns that were on its 
head, and the other horn which came up, before which three fell, namely, that horn which 
had eyes and a mouth which spoke pompous words, whose appearance was greater than his 
fellows.

21 “I was watching; and the same horn was making war against the saints, and prevailing 
against them, 22 until the Ancient of Days came, and a judgment was made in favor of the 
saints of the Most High, and the time came for the saints to possess the kingdom.

Review
Before we begin part one of the interpretation of Daniel's first vision let's take a few moments to 
review last week's study.

Last time we concluded Daniel's report on his first vision. He received this vision in the first year of
King Belshazzar. This means it was either in the year 553 or 554 BC. As he was sleeping God gave 
him a memorable dream or vision which is outlined for us in the first 14 verses of chapter 7. Allow 
me to very briefly recount the various elements of the dream. Daniel witnesses an ocean being 
stirred up by the four winds of heaven. As he watches 4 different beasts emerge from the sea. Each 
beast represents one of four successive Gentile empires. They begin with Babylon and end with the 
Roman Empire.

The first creature is like a lion with eagle's wings on its back. This we said most likely represented 
the empire of Babylon. They certainly built a majestic and powerful empire symbolized by these 
two impressive animals.

The second beast to step out of the sea is like a bear with three ribs in its mouth. It represents the 
empire of the Medes and Persians. They were a powerful force that built a mighty empire. But their 
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empire lacked some of the majesty and grandeur of the Babylonians. The ribs most likely symbolise
the three major empires they conquered (devoured).

The third horror to appear was a four headed leopard with four wings on its back. This fearsome 
creature stands for the Greek empire initially at least led by Alexander the Great. They are 
renowned for the great speed with which they built their empire. This is conveyed by the sleek and 
speedy leopard with wings on its back. Later, upon the death of Alexander this empire was divided 
into four which explains the multiple heads.

The fourth beast is the most hideous and scary of them all. It is not likened to any known living 
creature perhaps emphasising its extreme monstrosity. We read that is possesses ten horns and iron 
teeth which it uses to chew and devour its enemies. It is incredibly harsh, brutal and destructive. It 
engages its might only to devour and destroy. This beast represents the Roman Empire. They were 
known to be incredibly brutal. This is reflected in the way that they put down rebellions and 
imposed their will.

The vision shifts slightly here, and we are asked to refocus out attention to the ten horns on the 
fouth beast's head. Although they are attached to the Roman Empire in some way we are to see 
these horns as representing something that will emerge at a later date in history. It's not the Roman 
Empire of the ancient world. This is a prophecy of how thinks will play out at in the “end times.”

The ten horns represent I believe the revival or restoration of the “Roman Empire.” At some futire 
time we will see a global order emerge governed by ten kings (10 horns). This will occur during the 
seven year tribulation period. Although it may well start to take shape some time before the 
tribulation proper begins. Unless you've been living under a rock you will have heard such talk. 
Plans for a New World Order, A global economy, the idea to merge nations into groups or blocks. 
Most recently there has been much talk of the BRIC alliance. It stands for Brazil, Russia, India and 
China. Though in reality it actually comprises 9 nations at present. According to the Council on 
Foreign Relations,

“They represent an informal grouping of emerging economies hoping to increase their sway in the 
global order.”  
(www.cfr.org/backgrounder/what-brics-group-and-why-it-expanding)  

But this idea of a unified global system is nothing new. I spoke to you before about the plans of the 
Club of Rome that go back to 1973. Their plans, laid out in a report outline how they want to divide
the globe into 10 divisions or “kingdoms.” Each of these will be led or governed by a “king” 
represented in the vision by a horn. So this I believe, though perhaps not exactly as envisaged by the
Club of Rome is what Daniel is seeing.

It is also during the seven-year tribulation period that we will also see the rise of a  powerful and 
charismatic figure appear. I say “we,” but believers will have been raptured by this point in time.
I will speak more on this later. So the eleventh horn, the “little horn” that emerges represents the 
rise to power of the Antichrist.
  
The Antichrist will usurp the power of three of these kings. This is shown in the vision by the three 
horns being plucked out by the roots. This will demonstrate to the remaining kings, and to a 
watching world his power and might. The seven kings will fall in behind the Antichrist and hand 
over their power to him. This will lead to the global Antichrist system. Thank the Lord that we will 
not have to be here on earth to witness the absolute horrors of the tribulation.

The vision then shifts from what is happening on earth to the heavenly court. God (the Ancient of 
Days) is seated on His throne surrounded by His elders or judges. Daniel tells us about His great 
splendour and majesty. He describes God as, dressed in white sitting on a throne of burning fire. 
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The white clothes reflect His purity and holiness and the fire symbolises His pure and righteous 
judgement. We also read that gathered before Him are a million angelic beings and one hundred 
million others. It's a good reminder to us that God commands vast legions of spiritual being. They 
are gathered in the court to hear the case against the Antichrist. The “books” are opened, and the 
case is made. Despite his boastful and pompous words the Antichrist is no match for God. He is 
unable to mount a successful defence. The Antichrist is found guilty and is sentenced is death. He is
thrown into the lake of fire.

From here the vision perspective changes again in order to conclude in the most glorious of 
fashions. As Daniel watches He sees the Lord Jesus Christ (The Son of Man) arriving in glory 
before the Father. He is going before the Father so that he might be invested with the power and 
authority to rule and reign on earth. This is a reference to the millennial period. As we know at the 
end of the tribulation Christ will return to earth in glory to install His Kingdom. He will rule and 
reign in glory for 1000 years. And so ends Daniel's first vision. Let us turn now to consider its 
interpretation.

Who's the best man you have ever known? A man through a combination of his care, kind words, 
protection, leadership and love has had a profound and lasting impact upon you. I hope it was your 
father or husband. That is certainly God's design. He desires husbands and fathers' to be the 
exceptional men in their wives and children's' eyes. But the sad reality is that at times they fail. 
They let us down or disappoint. So maybe it was a grandfather, uncle, family friend, teacher, pastor,
church elder, sports coach or work colleague. Maybe one of these men stand out to you as being an 
exceptional man.   

Daniel as we have seen repeatedly was an exceptional man. As I've pointed out before the bible has 
nothing negative to say about him. That makes him very special. I'm sure anyone who knew him 
would have acknowledged him as being extraordinary. He was courageous and brave. He was a 
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man of integrity and conviction. Nothing he ever faced could make him turn his back on God. And 
when it came to work he worked hard and was loyal to his employer.

What an example he presents us of a good and godly man. So it would be fairly easy for us to think 
of Daniel as some kind of Christian superhero. To ascribe to him some inner strength and power 
that is not available to us.

So verse 15 is useful in grounding us to the reality of Daniel. It reminds us that through a man of 
great faith and character Daniel was just a normal human being like us. He was only ever able to do 
outstanding things because God empowered Him.

God in His wisdom chose to reveal amazing things to Daniel. He was given great insight into 
dreams and visions. But this did not mean that Daniel knew everything. Just like with King 
Nebuchadnezzar after his dream (Dan 2:1) Daniel was troubled because he did not understand the 
meaning of the dream. Despite his knowledge and wisdom the dream baffled him. Again it's good 
for us to realise that though a great man Daniel was not immune from normal human emotions. 
When we wake up in the middle of the night after having a nightmare or troubling dream how do 
we feel? We may feel disoriented, confused, upset and disturbed. It may take us some time to get 
back to sleep. Daniel experienced these same emotions. The images of his dreams were strange and 
weird. No wonder their meaning troubled him. Where will Daniel look for answers. Well let's read 
on and find out.

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and made known to me the interpretation of these things:

I'd like to ask the women present a question. Men just avert your ears for a moment. Women do you
get annoyed when your husband or boyfriend won't ask for directions when they are lost? I've heard
that women find this male trait particularly annoying and hard to understand. In defence of men we 
just like to figure things out for ourselves. Asking someone else is the equivalent of giving up in 
defeat. So wives just be patient and let your man try and find the way.

And remember this has always been a part of the male psyche. The children of Israel wandered 
around the desert for 40 years. So even in biblical times, men wouldn’t ask for directions!

So let's give Daniel some credit for breaking with the usual way men behave. He admitted he was in
the dark and needed help. As we just noted Daniel was a great man and God blessed him with great 
skills. However he was not omniscient (all knowing). That characteristic is only applicable to God. 
Daniel was puzzled so he went to ask someone for assistance.

Once again we can learn something valuable from Daniel. We learn of the importance of asking for 
help or assistance. What do you do when you are reading the bible and come to a verse or passage 
you do not understand? Do you throw up you hands and admit defeat? I don't really understand 
what God is telling me here, but never mind. Or do you go and seek assistance? I hope it is the 
latter. God desires that we properly know and understand His revelation. To do that means at times 
seeking assistance. This may entail consulting a dictionary or commentary, searching online, 
speaking to a more mature believer or talking to an elder or the pastor. So who did Daniel consult 
for help?

That's a great question. All we are told was that it was “someone” who stood nearby. The bible then 
does not identify this individual. However given that this took place in the heavenly court it's 
probably safe to assume that this was an angelic being. Many commentators have suggested that it 
was the angel Gabriel. He was often God's choice to be a messenger at crucial times. Gabriel was 
the one to announce the births of John the Baptist and the Lord Jesus. He will also later in this book 
explain Daniel's prophetic visions (Daniel 8:16; 9:21). So it may have been Gabriel, but we cannot 
say with certainty. Whoever this individual was he was able to give Daniel an interpretation.

Let us read on and discover what this interpretation was.

The individual Daniel approached confirmed what we said last time. The four creatures that emerge 
from the stirred up sea represent four succeeding kings or kingdoms. This matches with King 
Nebuchadnezzar's vision of the statue back in chapter number 2. He, too, saw the rise of four 
empires, the Babylonian, The Medo-Persian, the Greek and The Roman. But there is one important 
distinction  regarding how this information was presented. Nebuchadnezzar witnessed an 
impressive statue made of precious metals. An image that was grand and stately. The statue he saw 
represented man's perspective. Daniel however saw four hideous and terrifying beasts. This reflects 
God's perspective. This is how He views and judges the warlike ambitions of man.  

The interpreter then goes on to explain what will become of the kingdoms of men. Their time to 
rule and reign is limited. This is because God plans to bring the time of “beasts” to an end. When 
the Lord Jesus Christ returns at His second advent it will usher in a new era for humanity. It will be 
a time in which the “saints” (meaning God's elect) will serve King Jesus as He rules and reigns.

Today unfortunately when we hear the word “saint” we often think of the Roman Catholic Church. 
We think of their practice of elevating “special” Christians to a elevated status; the status of being a 
superhero believer. So in Roman Catholic teaching, a person does not become a “saint” unless he or
she is “beatified” or “canonized” by the Pope or a prominent bishop. It might not surprise you to 
learn that there is no scriptural precedent for such a practice.

The word “saint” comes from the Greek word hagios. This word means “consecrated to God, holy, 
sacred or pious." In the bible it is almost always used in the plural (saints). It is used in this way 67 
times. Saint in the singular form is only used once. So let me be clear.  In scripture, everyone who 
has received Jesus Christ by faith is a saint. It doesn't require that you be vetted or assessed by an 
elder in the church. When you confess repent and put your faith in Christ alone you become a saint. 
Therefore when we read the word “saints” we should think of a group of people set apart for the 
Lord and His kingdom.

What Daniel is being told about here is the fifth kingdom. The one that follows the four Gentile 
kingdoms. The saints will receive this kingdom. The fact that we will “receive” this kingdom speaks
to the fact that we shall not need to fight or struggle to obtain this kingdom. It will be given to us. It 
will last for a literal 1000-year period, and will then continue in the new heavens and the new earth. 
This means that it is quite correct to say that it will last forever.

What a great comfort this would have been to Daniel and his readers. They had been forcibly 
displaced from their homeland and must have wondered about the future. What a relief to know that
God had a plan for His people. The same applies to us today. The world is becoming increasingly 
fractured. We may be on the brink of any number of devastating conflicts. Although these are 
frightening prospects we must never lose sight of the reality of God's plan. He knows what will 
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happen and we can completely trust Him.

19 “Then I wished to know the truth about the fourth beast, which was different from all the 
others, exceedingly dreadful, with its teeth of iron and its nails of bronze, which devoured, 
broke in pieces, and trampled the residue with its feet; 20 and the ten horns that were on its 
head, and the other horn which came up, before which three fell, namely, that horn which had
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eyes and a mouth which spoke pompous words, whose appearance was greater than his 
fellows.

As we noted when we read about Daniel's vision there was something particularly disturbing about 
the fourth beast. The previous three whilst being warlike and fearsome were not so remarkable. The 
same could not be said for the fourth beast to emerge from the earth. Unlike the previous three 
beasts it didn't correspond to any earthly animal. It was cruel merciless and destructive. Daniel, not 
surprisingly wanted to know more about this fourth monstrosity.  

We are again reminded here of its extreme destructive tendencies. The other beast empires were 
ruthless and cruel, but this final empire goes way beyond what they did. It seems to almost enjoy 
the destruction it brings. We read here that it has iron teeth which it uses to chew and devour. These 
fearsome weapons are supported by its nails or claws of bronze. This is a new detail which was not 
mentioned before. Both the teeth and the nails reinforce the idea that this is a terrifying and 
powerful creature with great destructive capabilities. As it goes about it breaks and then tramples 
things underfoot. This speaks to wanton careless destruction. It is not carefully or systematically 
destroying things but rather causing devastation recklessly.

Daniel then reminds us of the ten horns on its head. These ten horns are joined by the “little horn” 
whose appearance leads to the fall of three of the existing horns. This little horn has a mouth which 
it uses to speak pompous or boastful words. The things he has to say are words of blasphemy and 
hatred towards God.

Daniel, just like us is very interested to know what the horns symbolise. As we noted before the 
“little horn” represents the Antichrist who emerges at the beginning of the tribulation period. He 
rises up and usurps the power of three of the ten kings ruling at this time.

This of course speaks to the charismatic power and strength of this individual. Just think for a 
moment. The three kings whose power he usurps rule over vast geographic areas and large 
populations. So it's reasonable to assume that they too have a high degree of charm and charisma.  
They must be dynamic and powerful men whom people are willing (or are forced) to follow. The 
Antichrist however has something more than these men. He has something that sets him apart. This 
is conveyed to us here by the information that his appearance was greater than the others. The 
reason for this is that he will be empowered by Satan.

Let us conclude our study for today by looking at verses 21 and 22.

21 “I was watching; and the same horn was making war against the saints, and prevailing 
against them, 22 until the Ancient of Days came, and a judgment was made in favour of the 
saints of the Most High, and the time came for the saints to possess the kingdom.

Now here in verse 21 we come to a very interesting quandary. It's interesting for the following 
reason. Who are the “saints” that the little horn is making war and succeeding against? Or to put it 
another way which of God's people is the Antichrist persecuting?

If you are of the view that the little horn, the Antichrist in view here is Antiochus Epiphanes then 
you could argue that the Jews were the “saints” in the picture. If you favour the Pope of Rome as 
being the Antichrist then you could argue that the protestant Christians who faced persecution at the
hands of the Catholic church are the “saints.”

But what about if, like me, you are thinking here of The Antichrist who emerges at the beginning of 
the tribulation. The same question arises. Who are the “saints?” This of course is all tied to the 
rapture of the church. Let me unpack this fascinating topic a little.

The actual timing of when the rapture takes place is much debated. Clearly it's connected to the 
time of tribulation but when exactly does it occur. Let me begin by addressing the issue of the 
tribulation itself. This will help you appreciate the view I will later propose as being the right one.

The tribulation refers to the time during which God personally intervenes in history to accomplish 
His plan. It will be a severe time of God's wrath marked by various divine judgments, celestial 
disturbances, natural disasters, and terrible plagues. Through this time God will achieve a number 
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of things. But let's simplify. The tribulation is focused on Israel and not the church. Its purpose is to 
bring Israel to faith.

So with this being stated will the church still be on the earth at this time? I don't think so and here's 
why. The church is already in faith unlike Israel. So it makes no sense for it to be going through the 
tribulation. Secondly there is no biblical reference to the church being on the earth during the 
tribulation period. The word for church (ecclesia) is found 19 times in the first three chapters of 
Revelation. However once you get into the eschatological section of the Book of Revelation the 
word is not used. Thirdly, and perhaps most significantly the church is promised an exemption from
divine wrath. Allow me to read you some verses that reinforce this position.

Because you have kept My command to persevere, I also will keep you from 
the hour of trial which shall come upon the whole world, to test those who 
dwell on the earth.

Rev 3:10

For God did not appoint us to wrath, but to obtain salvation through our Lord
Jesus Christ,

1 Thes 5:9

15 For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and 
remain until the coming of the Lord will by no means precede those who are 
asleep. 16 For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with 
the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And the dead in 
Christ will rise first. 17 Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up 
together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall 
always be with the Lord. 18 Therefore comfort one another with these words.

1 Thes 4:15-
18

These verses support the idea that believers will avoid, or be spared the wrath of God. Think of the 
biblical examples of Noah and Lot. They were both rescued and taken into safety before God's 
wrath was released. They present for us a model of how God works. We are to take great comfort 
from this fact.

So with these thoughts in mind lets turn to the three main views surrounding when the rapture of the
church takes place.

The first view, and the one to which I hold is the pretribulation view. This is usually shortened for 
convenience to "pre-trib." Those holding this view maintain that the rapture takes place before or 
"pre" the tribulation. The rapture or harpodzo in Greek refers to the end time event in which 
believers rise up to join Christ in the air. They then return with Him to heaven. This means that 
believers are not on the earth as God pours out His wrath. We will dwell in heaven for seven years 
before returning with Christ at His second coming. After this the millennial kingdom of 1000 years 
begins.

The second view is that of a midtribulation rapture (mid-trib). This view, as its name suggests 
believes that the rapture takes place at the mid or halfway point of the tribulation. This would mean 
Christians are on earth and suffering for three and a half years before being raptured.

Now I don't know about you, but there's not much hope or comfort to be derived from this view. 
Having to live through three and a half years of God's fearsome wrath. Having to witness the 
destruction of the earth and the deaths of countless millions.

The third view is that of a posttribulation rapture (post-trib). Those holding this view believe that 
Christ will only return for the church at the end of, or in some views at the three quarter point of the
seven year tribulation. This is an even less hopeful or comforting positon than the previous view. 
The church would have to endure nearly all of God's wrath being poured out. It will be a time of 
unprecedented misery and suffering. Imagine having to live through all of it!

The final view on the screen is the pre-wrath rapture view. Those who hold this view say that the 
rapture occurs before the “great day of . . . wrath” (Revelation 6:17). This means that believers will 
go through most of the tribulation but not the time of God’s wrath which occurs just before the end 
of the tribulation (Matthew 24:21).

So the question then still remains. Who are the saints suffering in this verse?

Well, just because the church has gone to heaven does not mean that God's work on earth ceases. 
Far from it. The Bible indicates that a great number of people, both Jew and Gentile come to faith 
during the tribulation. How will these people come to faith when the church has gone? Good 
question. Well, the tribulation saints will “hear” the gospel from several possible sources. The first 
source is the Bible or other Christian literature or media. When Christians leave they will not be 
taking their bibles, CD's or DVDs with them. Many will turn to God's Word for answers in these 
difficult times.

The second source of the gospel comes from the two witnesses (Revelation 11:1–13). The Bible 
says these two individuals “will prophesy for 1,260 days (three and a half years) and perform great 
miracles.

Thirdly there are the 144,000 Jewish missionaries who are redeemed and sealed by God during the 
tribulation (Revelation 7:1–8).

So it is these saints, those who have come to faith during the tribulation who are being attacked by 
the Antichrist. However this time of trial and suffering will swiftly be brought to an end. The 
Ancient of Days, God the Father comes and passes judgment. The time of the Antichrist and those 
who support him comes to an abrupt end. With the Antichrist gone it is now time for God's people 
to possess the kingdom and live in obedience to God. What an appropriate way for us to conclude.

Next week Lord willing we will look at the second part of the interpretation.

Lessons to learn
I have two lessons drawn from today's passage.

     오늘의본문에서두가지교훈을얻었습니다.

1. Don't be afraid to ask questions or seek help
In some churches, and even in some Christian denominations asking questions is discouraged. To 
question things, or raise queries demonstrates a lack of faith or trust in God. The attitude seems to 
be that these are things not to worry or think too deeply over. This is absolute nonsense. It can, if 
left unchecked lead to extreme frustration and even to people leaving the church. I know of people 
who walked away from churches because the simple concerns they had were never addressed. I 
hope none of you ever think that this church discourages you from raising questions, issues or 
concerns. This is why our bible study is so valuable. It gives you the forum to ask questions.  

Now sometimes church leaders and pastors are fearful about being asked questions. They are 
worried that they might not know the answer. They are concerned about looking stupid. Or perhaps 
some who feel insecure may think that their authority is being challenged. This is a great shame. A 
good pastor, bible teacher or elder should acknowledge that they don't have all the answers. We are 
in the learning process too. I wish I had an encyclopedic memory. I'd love to be able to quote bible 
verse, instantly relay the names of bible characters or cite the teachings of prominent church men 
over the centuries. But I simply must accept my limitations. Your questions may at times stump me. 
I may need to go and do some research and report back to you. But please never let that put you off 
asking me questions.

How are we to learn and grow in the faith if we don't ask questions? Little children do this 
automatically. They are constantly asking questions. They crave information so that they can better 
understand their world. We should want to ask questions to better understand the bible, God and our
faith. Let us then not be afraid to look vulnerable or even to ask what may seem like a silly or trivial
question.

Daniel as we saw in our passage today was confounded by the vision he had experienced. He 
wanted to know what it all meant. Therefore he was not afraid to ask questions and seek help. Let 
us learn from Daniel.

2. Thinking rightly about the future
There may be some who have listened to today's sermon and thought all the talk on the timing of 
the rapture to have been boring and tedious. Who cares what theologians and bible scholars think 
about these things. Let them discuss these things in their ivory towers. I just love Jesus and hope He
comes back soon. Me too. But make no mistake eschatology (the study of the end times) is 
important. It's important because it shapes the way we think and then live.

Think on this. Your view of the future is going to determine how you will live in the present. For 
example, if you believe that Christians are going to be here for part of, or all of the tribulation that 
may impact your evangelism. You may think that it is unnecessary to share the gospel. When things 
get bad it will be obvious what is happening. That is the time to give people the good news. If on 
the other hand you believe as I do that the Lord Jesus could return for the church at any time you 
hopefully have more zeal about sharing the gospel. You don't want family, friends and loved ones to
be left behind. You therefore take every opportunity to tell people about Jesus.

So I encourage you to think rightly about the future. If you are unsure about things then read your 
bible and perhaps invest in some good commentaries. Seek to educate yourself in order that you 
may be able to best serve your king.
