Daniel: 37 – Prophecies concerning Persia and Greece: Sermon Notes                                    Page   2

Review
Today we will pick up where we left off last week in chapter 10. Before we do let me give you a 
brief review of what happened in the first 9 verses of this chapter.  

The chapter begins by helpfully telling us when these events occurred. We are told it was in the 
third year of the reign of King Cyrus of Persia. As I told you last time this does not refer to his 
overall reign as monarch of Persia but only applies to his time ruling what had previously been 
Babylon. The Medo-Persians captured Babylon in 539 BC. The third year then places us in 536 BC.

It was in 536 BC that a message from God was revealed to Daniel. The message had a profound 
impact upon Daniel. He entered a period of deep and committed mourning. He voluntarily imposed 
a three week “fast” upon himself. For 21 days he ate no “pleasant foods.” This refers to sweet or 
tasty foods. Simply stated he declined to eat the “nice” foods that give us pleasure. He also ate no 
meat or drank no wine. We might say that he limited himself to a strict vegetarian diet. This of 
course was not self-imposed for health or dietary reasons. He was not worried that he'd put on a few
extra pounds! Daniel went through this strict process of self-denial in order to properly mourn, pray 
and seek God's wisdom and insight. This is always the purpose of proper biblical fasting. We stop 
eating altogether, or else eat very simple meals so that we can devote ourselves to prayer and 
meditation upon God.

Last time we speculated a little upon why Daniel experienced this intense grief or sadness. The 
reason is not revealed to us in scripture. I said that Daniels sadness may have been linked to the 
attitude of the Jewish people who were living in exile. In the year 538 BC King Cyrus passed a 
decree that finally after 70 years allowed the Jews to return home. We might imagine that they were 
delighted at this news and eager to exit captivity. This was not the case. Whilst it may be true that 
around 42,000 did decide to leave many others (the majority) decided to stay. They were settled and
comfortable in Persia. The promised land that God had given to them had lost its allure. So perhaps 
Daniel mourned over the Jews lack of fervour for God and their divine inheritance. Maybe he was 
saddened to the core that the Jewish people did not share his passion for the things of God.

We then read that on the 21st of Nissan (the first month in the Jewish calender) Daniel was on the 
banks of the Tigris River. No reason is given for him being in this location. It might have been that 
he was passing on official business, or that he had deliberately gone to this location in order to pray.

Suddenly he sees a vision of a glorious celestial being appear before him. This figure we are told 
was clothed in linen, wore a belt of gold and glowed or shone with an incredible brightness. Daniel 
is not alone at this point, but only he sees this vision. His companions however “sense” that 
something is present and in great fear run and hide. The big question of course centres upon the 
identity of this glowing presence.

We spent some time last week unpacking who this “person” might be. Since the bible does not 
provide this figure with an identity we are left to speculate or reason from what is given. So what 
can we infer from what's given?

It is clearly a supernatural being. The fact that only Daniel can see it affirms that it is supernatural. 
If it was a natural man then he would have been seen by all. However the reaction of the other men 
also tells us something interesting. That the others men react with great fear to this situation proves 
the reality of the experience. This was not something that was only occurring in Daniel's head.

The description that's given matches with what we read in other places of angelic beings. So was it 
an angel? It could have been Gabriel. But Daniel had already encountered Gabriel. So unless 
Gabriel was concealing his identity in some way wouldn't Daniel just say it was Gabriel. Was it the 
angel Michael? He is the only other good angel named in scripture. Possibly, but later Michael is 
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named as helping in spiritual warfare. Could it be another unnamed angelic being? This is again 
possible but not I think the best answer. It is my contention that the figure Daniel saw was a 
preincarnate appearance of the Lord Jesus. It was Jesus I assert who appeared to Daniel on the 
banks of the Tigris. I will argue that following this encounter Jesus departs and a different 
supernatural being arrives to minister to Daniel.  

How does Daniel react to the appearance of Jesus? The whole experience leaves him frail and weak.
His body is drained of all its strength. When Jesus speaks Daniel faints or passes out. He falls flat 
on his face on the ground. It is in this state that we left him last time. Today we will see what 
happens when Daniel encounters another angelic being.

We left Daniel last time lying face down on the ground. All of his companions had left and were 
hiding in the bushes. He had fainted with shock or awe at encountering the Lord Jesus. This should 
not surprise us. In the Bible, divine encounters are often powerful life-changing moments.

So picture Daniel lying flat on the ground. As he is lay there a hand touches him. The question is 
whose hand is it? Some might argue that it is the hand of the figure whom Daniel has just 
encountered. This for reasons I will later explain is not I think the case.

It is my contention that the hand that is stretched out to touch Daniel does not belong to the Lord 
Jesus. It is I believe another angelic being who either accompanied Jesus and watched in the 
background, or has arrived immediately after the departure of Jesus. The reason for this will 
become clear as we progress.

This angel touches Daniel in an act of reassurance or comfort. He helps a still badly shaken and 
trembling Daniel to rise. As he is physically assisting Daniel we read about the words he uttered. 
For the second time Daniel is addressed as a man who is greatly loved by God (9:23).

There's an unwritten rule about things in the bible. If they appear once that's sufficient for them to 
be of importance. God doesn't waste His Words. If it's there in the bible its true and God wants you 
to know and pay heed to it.

But, if it's repeated on more than one occasion it's either doubly true or doubly important. It's really 
something God wants us to note and pay attention to. So what does it tell us about Daniel? Twice 
we are told he was greatly beloved of God. It tells me that God really loved this man. He was a man
close to God's heart.

As we noted when we looked at chapter 9 this expression “greatly beloved” refers to someone who
is “treasured” or “precious” to the speaker.

It is the language that we would use for our spouse or children. I hope we all recognise these people
as being precious treasures that God has blessed us with. They may at times cause us stress or 
irritation, but they remain our beloved nonetheless.

In this case the fact that the angel uses these words reinforces the validity and trustworthiness of 
Daniel as a witness. We could hardly imagine that God would deliver an important message to 
someone who was unreliable, or not trustworthy. It is logical that God would choose to deliver his 
revelation to someone He loved. The fact that Daniel is special to God is reinforced by the angel 
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telling Daniel that he has been sent. This speaks of deliberate intent. This is not some chance or 
random encounter. God purposefully directed the angel, quite possibly Gabriel to go to Daniel. 
Daniel is about to be given insight and understanding through the words of this angelic being.

It is God's desire that all of us read and understand His revelation to us. As we read the bible we do 
on occasion come to passages or sections that puzzle or confuse us. Try as we might, we cannot 
fathom out what God is telling us in this part of His Word. God understands our human frailties and 
weaknesses. This is why He has given us help. Our help does not come through an angel like 
Gabriel. Our assistance comes through the third person of the trinity, God the Holy Spirit. So when 
you find yourself baffled or puzzled call upon Him to come and give you understanding and insight.

So the angel helps a still visibly shocked and trembling Daniel to his knees and then to his feet.

Let us continue and find out what the angel says next.

As I have previously noted when human beings encounter angelic beings they are usually left 
terrified. Angelic beings are not chubby little babies wrapped in fur that flutter around like 
butterflies. They are majestic awesome creatures that leave human beings shaking in terror. But 
here, the angel strives to reassure Daniel. He has no need or cause to fear. This is because God loves
him. He did not send the angel to dispense punishment or death. Far from it, the angel informs him 
that he had been sent as an answer to his prayers. God had heard Daniel petitioning Him for 
understanding.

Now, let us pause for a moment. Daniel had been praying for how long? He had been praying for 21
days. So for three weeks it may have seemed to Daniel as if his prayers were going unanswered. It's 
a useful reminder to us that God's timing often differs with ours. We might well be getting frustrated
and annoyed at God's apparent inaction, but God is just telling us to be patient and wait.

Allow me to also draw your attention to the phrase that Daniel “humbled himself before God.” 
Daniel, without question was a great man. The gentiles of Babylon and Persia recognised this. Jews 
and Christians over the centuries have accepted this. We know him to be a man who greatly loved 
God's Word. We recognise him as being a committed scholar and a man devoted to prayer. He was 
the kind of person you would have sought out to answer your tough scriptural questions.

And yet despite his great knowledge and wisdom he remained humble. This is part of the reason I 
believe God loved him so much. He never allowed himself to become puffed up with pride. God 
hates pride (Pro 8:13). Daniel never believed, or brought into the hype that probably surrounded 
him. He knew that he was just a creature, and that his skills or abilities all came from God. There 
was much he needed to know and therefore he humbled himself before the master (God).

Sometimes with great learning comes great pride. It can happen in the secular academic world. 
Professors think that all their reading and study that they have all the answers, and no one else is on 
their level. It can also sadly happen within the church. Pastors, elders and bible teachers can think 
they know it all and consequently should never be questioned.

You might be listening to this thinking that these words don't apply to you. That since you are not 
someone holding such an office it's not something with which you could be charged. Well, just a 
moment. Pride is not exclusive to intellectuals or people in elevated positions. All of us at times can 
become prideful and puffed up. We can all lack humility. We become convinced that we know the 
definitive answer, and are unwilling to listen to the views of others. It might be a belief we have 
about something in the bible. This is what I believe, and nothing will sway me from my position. 
But think for a moment about why you believe what you believe. Do you cling to this view because 
you are convinced, after careful study and research that it is the truth? That this is what the bible 
teaches on the subject. Is this why you believe this thing to be right and true?

Or do you cling to it because it's a church teaching or tradition. Do you believe it because its 
something you have been told it true? Or perhaps, even worse that it's something you want to be 
true. Just for example let me suggest divorce and the role of women in the church.

These are two often controversial subjects in the contemporary church. Two issues upon which 
there are many differing opinions. How are your views on these issues formed? By what God says 
on the subject in the bible, or by what you'd like God to say. So let us learn a lesson from Daniel's 
humility.

13 But the prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me twenty-one days; and behold, 
Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me, for I had been left alone there with the 
kings of Persia.

What happens when you have a conversation with an expert in a particular field? Let's say for 
example a doctor, a washing machine engineer or a computer programmer. In most cases the expert 
will explain things in simple or layman's terms. They will assume that since you are not yourself a 
specialist the technical terms will just go over your head and confuse you.

I think we are getting a similar thing here. The angel, who is an expert on the supernatural world is 
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explaining things in simple terms to Daniel the layman. Daniel was a wise and astute man but just 
like all of us he was firmly rooted to the natural world. Though he may have understood the angel's 
words the meaning behind them probably alluded him. The truth is that even though we all accept 
the reality of the supernatural realm it remains largely a mystery to us. How does it work and 
operate? How is it ordered or arranged? How many angels and demons are there? How do the 
opposing forces interact? These are questions to which we do not have definitive answers. It's an 
area that God in His infinite wisdom has decided to keep hidden or secret from us. Anyway let's 
look at what we are told in this verse.

This angelic being was delayed from reaching Daniel for 21 days. This remember was the time in 
which Daniel mourned and fasted. The question of course is what was the nature of this delay. Are 
we to really imagine these two spiritual forces fighting or “wrestling” for supremacy? The one 
trying to “hold down” the other to stop him reaching Daniel. I think we are.

It good for us to remember that there is an ongoing invisible war taking place in the spiritual realm. 
It's a tussle between the forces of good and the forces of evil.

In this particular case the forces of evil were led by the prince of the kingdom of Persia. Who is 
this? Once again we are left to speculate.

We can safely assume the following. The “prince” is an angelic being since he's fighting in the 
supernatural realm. He's opposing God which must mean he's evil and working for Satan. And he's 
been given responsibility for the jurisdiction of the kingdom of Persia. The title of “prince” may 
speak of a demonic hierarchy or network. There has over the centuries been a great deal of 
speculation on this subject. For example Heinrich Cornelius Agrippa, in the final volume of his 
“Three Books of Occult Philosophy” (1531) imagined a hierarchy comprising nine orders or levels 
of demons. The occultist Francis Barrett, in his book “The Magus” (1801) concurs with this view. 
We must however note that none of this is biblical. The bible is silent when it comes to specifics on 
this subject.    

It seems highly likely that some form of hierarchy does exist. My reason for thinking this comes 
from the phrase principalities and powers (sometimes translated as rulers and authorities) which 
occurs six times in the Bible (Eph 6:12). In most places where this phrase appears it refers to the 
vast array of evil and malicious spirits who make war against the people of God. Are these evil 
forces organised and arranged in a particular way? This expression suggests they probably are. We 
know that Satan is calculating and smart. He would know therefore that his nefarious deeds could 
be better accomplished through an organisation or system. But as to its exact structure or nature we 
cannot say with certainty.

We know that God allows the demons to have a certain amount of power and agency in the world. 
This means that this “prince” had managed to waylay this good angel from reaching Daniel. 
However we are also told that the angel Michael came to this angel's aid. Now, as mentioned before 
this information allows us to rule out Jesus as being the angelic being ministering to Daniel. We 
cannot countenance any demonic being powerful enough to delay the Lord Jesus. God, as the 
creator is never limited or constrained in what He can do by His creatures. The additional fact that 
Michael came to aid this other angel means we can also rule him out. This is why as I said before I 
think it is the angel Gabriel.   

Let us continue.

14 Now I have come to make you understand what will happen to your people in the latter 
days, for the vision refers to many days yet to come.” 15 When he had spoken such words to 
me, I turned my face toward the ground and became speechless.

Here in verse 14 the angel confirms to Daniel what he has been sent to do. He has come to tell 
Daniel what the future holds for God's people (the Jews). As we have seen this speaks to both near 
and long term predictions. In the short term (relatively speaking) the Jews will face the tyranny of .  
The antichrist Antiochus Epiphanies. In the far distant future the end time tribulation beckons.

In verse 15 we witness Daniel's reaction to what he has just heard. It leaves him dumbstruck. It 
seems as if the angels revelation regarding supernatural conflict was something new to Daniel. 
Perhaps it was a subject to which he'd never given much thought. The news of what the future held 
coupled with the reality of supernatural conflict leaves him in a state of astonished silence.

Let us read on.

16 And suddenly, one having the likeness of the sons of men touched my lips; then I opened 
my mouth and spoke, saying to him who stood before me, “My lord, because of the vision my 
sorrows have overwhelmed me, and I have retained no strength. 17 For how can this servant 
of my lord talk with you, my lord? As for me, no strength remains in me now, nor is any 
breath left in me.”

Daniel is in need of further comfort and encouragement. The angelic being this time touches his lips
this will again enable him to speak. The being who touches Daniel is again not clearly identified. 
There is some discussion whether this is the same angel as before or another. The Hebrew phrasing 
is somewhat ambiguous. It might have been the same angel mentioned in both prior and following 
verses. However it may also have been an entirely different angelic being who now steps forward to
reassure Daniel.

Daniel's reaction is entirely consistent with others in the bible who encounter angelic beings. Let us 
briefly outline his experiences. He has been in a state of mourning and partial fasting for 21 days. 
He has then been shocked and disturbed by seeing a celestial being. Added to this is the upsetting 
news he has just received. It is not surprising then that he is overwhelmed by the whole experience. 
He trembles and quakes and feels unable and unworthy to be having this encounter. He does 
however manage to speak and politely tells the angel that the news that has been given to him has 
left him greatly sorrowful and physically weak. The ancient Hebrew word translated sorrows (tsıı yr 
pronounced tseer) carries the thought of twisting or writhing pain. It is used in several places in the 
Old Testament for the labour pains a woman experiences in childbirth (see for example 1 Sam 
4:19).

Please also note in passing that Daniel's use of the term “lord” here is a polite way of addressing a 
superior. It's the equivalent of us saying “sir.” He is not therefore equating this being with the Lord 
God. He goes on to honestly admit his human frailties to the angel. In effect, he is telling the angel 
that he is not the person to be speaking to. That he is unworthy of such an honour. He is just a weak 
old man who can barely catch his breath. Maybe, the angel should be looking for someone younger 
who possesses more strength.

Well, let's find out how the angel will respond to this.

18 Then again, the one having the likeness of a man touched me and strengthened me. 19 And 
he said, “O man greatly beloved, fear not! Peace be to you; be strong, yes, be strong!” So when
he spoke to me I was strengthened, and said, “Let my lord speak, for you have strengthened 
me.”

Once again, for the third time in this chapter the angel reaches out and provides comfort and 
strength through his touch. The angel reminds Daniel that God loves him and for this reason he is 
not to be fearful. He is instead to feel at peace and be strong or brave. What wonderfully comforting
news it is to learn that God loves us. We all, from time to time experience feelings of loneliness and 
despair. We all may go through seasons when we feel unloved. So it's appropriate that I remind you 
that we are never alone, that we are never unloved. God is our constant loving companion.

Take comfort from the words given to the prophet Zephaniah,

The LORD your God in your midst,
The Mighty One, will save;
He will rejoice over you with gladness,
He will quiet you with His love,
He will rejoice over you with singing.”
(Zep 3:17)

Daniel needed to hear the words of the angel at this time. As we noted before his fear is warranted. 
He was aware that angels do not always come with messages of good news and comfort. They don't
always arrive to tell you that God loves you.

Sometimes they come bearing the sword of God's judgement or wrath. For example in first 
Chronicles the Lord sent an angel to destroy Jerusalem. He later relented and stayed the angel's 
hand (1 Chronicles 21:15). In another incident, a single angel killed 185,000 enemy soldiers in a 
one night (2 Kings 19:35–36).   

The angel's words have the desired effect. Daniel feels his strength return. He is now in a position to
hear what the angel has to say. Let us continue with our concluding verses for today.

20 Then he said, “Do you know why I have come to you? And now I must return to fight with 
the prince of Persia; and when I have gone forth, indeed the prince of Greece will come. 
21 But I will tell you what is noted in the Scripture of Truth. (No one upholds me against 
these, except Michael your prince.)

The angel asks Daniel a question. He asks him if he knows why he came. The answer to this 
question is that he came as an answer to prayer. Daniel wanted answers. God sent this divine 
messenger to deliver those answers. So the angel has come to give Daniel insight and wisdom. 
Daniel would learn about the fate of the Jews, and also about the supernatural warfare going on 
around us. For this angelic messenger this was a brief respite. In military terms we might say it was 
a period of R&R (Rest and Recuperation). Soon he would be heading back to the spiritual “front 
lines.” It seems that the fight against the prince of Persia was ongoing. He hadn't yet been defeated. 
We also learn that soon another enemy will enter this conflict. He is the prince of Greece. Again we 
must assume that this is the demonic entity whom Satan has placed in charge of Greece.

As we know from our studies The ruler of Persia (King Cyrus) had shown great kindness and mercy
to the Jews in allowing them to return to Israel. We can be sure that Satan opposed this decision. He
didn't want God's people to return to Israel. God also had future plans for Greece (11:2–4) and Satan
clearly wanted to interfere with these plans. Let us not be under any illusion. Satan and his minions 
are active all around us. They are constantly seeking to bring evil into our world to help them 
achieve their wicked ends. But again be under no illusion about who really runs the show. God's 
plans cannot be thwarted. What God determines will happen will indeed transpire. He therefore sent
Michael to be an angelic guardian of Israel. To help in the fight for His people. It is a pertinent 
reminder to us that though God's people (the Jews or the church) may appear insignificant and weak
on this earth we have all the glory and might of God behind us. With Him on our side we are 
assured of victory.

This brings to an end chapter number ten. Next time Lord willing we will begin chapter number 11. 
It contains one of the longest, most detailed and most complex prophecies found in the bible.

Lessons to learn
I have two lessons drawn from today's passage.

     오늘의본문에서두가지교훈을얻었습니다.

1 God is always at work behind the scenes
On October 1st of 2024 Iran launched around 200 ballistic missiles at the nation of Israel. At 7:30 
pm the sirens sounded and people hurried to take refuge in the bomb shelters. Although this is a 
frequent occurrence in Israel we can only imagine the terror and the fear the people felt at this time. 
They must have thought that such an extensive attack would cause wide-spread devastation. This 
however was not how things turned out. It was a miracle. News agencies around the world reported 
the next day the amazing lack of destruction. 200 hundred missiles killed just two people, damaged 
around 100 houses, destroyed several cars and caused minimal damage to a number of air force 
bases. From the perspective of those that hate Israel the attack had been a complete failure. The 
country of Israel was not left shell-shocked and quivering with fear as had been the intent. The 
Israeli Defence Forces boasted that 99% of the Iranian projectiles launched in the attack were 
intercepted by their famous Iron Dome defence system. This system had successfully protected the 
nation.

The truth is far simpler. It was God who protected His chosen people. God, you see is always at 
work behind the scenes. He had decided that this attack against His people would fail miserably.
He blessed Israel with the technology and ability to defend themselves against those missiles. God 
always protects and preserves what is precious to Him, be it Israel, the church or you and me.

We saw this today in our passage from Daniel. The angel afforded us a brief peep into what is going
on behind the scenes. It was, if you like a glimpse behind the curtain. The angel revealed that in the 
spiritual realm a war is raging. It's a fight between the forces of good and evil. But let's not get the 
wrong idea. When I say two forces they are not equally matched. We are not speaking of dualism 
here. This is the idea of two balanced forces wrestling for control. The outcome could go either 
way. That is not the reality of what we are experiencing, though Satan would like us to believe it to 
be the case. The truth is that the outcome is not in dispute. It's not an equal fight. God is never in 
any danger of losing. When we are on God's side we are on the winning team.

So it's good for us to remember that God is always working. Sometimes it is obvious. We saw it on 
October 1st of last year. But there are many other occasions when we are unaware of what is going 
on and how God is working. So let us never forget that God is always busy behind the scene. Caring
for those he loves. For this reason let us confidently put our trust and faith in Him.

2 Take strength from God
As we saw in today's passage the angel who appeared before Daniel told him to be strong. He 
certainly needed this encouragement. The things that he had experienced had left him frail and 
weak. Where was Daniel to find this strength? The answer to this is in the truth and reality of the 
God of the bible. We find our strength in God because unlike human beings he has no weaknesses. 
Unlike us, He suffers no failings and no diminishment of power over time. We must therefore trust 
and rely upon Him to carry us through the difficult times and also give us the strength to do what 
must be done.
 
The concept of finding strength in God is a central theme throughout the Bible. The Old Testament 
provides numerous accounts of individuals and communities drawing strength from God. One of the
best known examples can be found in King David. He frequently expressed his reliance on God's 
strength in the Psalms. In Psalm 18 for example David declares,

1 “I will love You, O LORD, my strength.
2 The LORD is my rock and my fortress and my deliverer;
My God, my strength, in whom I will trust;
My shield and the horn of my salvation, my stronghold.
(Psalm 18:1-2)
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This idea is not confined to the Old Testament. In the New Testament, the Apostle Paul frequently 
addresses the concept of finding strength in God, particularly through the power of Christ. In 
Philippians 4:13 , Paul writes,

I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.

This verse underscores the belief that believers can endure and overcome challenges through the 
strength provided by their relationship with Jesus Christ (God). Paul and Daniel knew this. What 
about us?

It is highly unlikely that we will have similar experiences to Daniel. However it is probable that 
events we experience throughout life will leave us shocked, upset and weakened. We will all go 
through the accidents, injuries, sicknesses and deaths of people we love. Such losses leave us empty
and despondent. We may experience for ourselves debilitating illnesses or diseases.
Perhaps we will have financial difficulties, job redundancies, family issues or a whole host of other 
problems. At such times where do we turn? Who will be there to help us? Where can we look for 
the strength to endure?

The Bible encourages believers to actively seek God's strength through prayer, faith, and reliance on
His promises. God is the ultimate source of strength for His people. So let us turn to Him knowing 
that our strength is rooted in the eternal and unchanging nature of God.
